(3) A declaration made under subsection (1) steke to have effect five years after it comesfitce or
on such earlier date as may be specified in thiadgon.

(4) Parliament or a legislature of a province magnact a declaration made under subsection (1).
(5) Subsection (3) applies in respect of a re-enant made under subsection (4)
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
